To some a camera is a thing to
take photographs — to others it is a
thing of beauty in itself, designed to
look good, feel good and take good
photographs. Otherwise why do some

use a Leica rather than say a Kodak. It’s
the difference between a Porsche and a
Moke (if you remember them).

To others the enjoyment is the
taking — to study the subject and then
take that one great image. Others enjoy
creating the final image, a print (that is
usually better than a projected image);
the attraction of sitting in a darkened
room, moving an easel under the
enlarger to perfect the framing or in

front of a computer checking if
shadows/highlights will give a better
result than curves.

And then the enjoyment of the
final print, matted and on the
competition wall or framed on the
lounge room wall.

In selecting the print for the
Bockey Award (and | look at PDIs as
well) I imagine what | would do to get
a similar photograph.

The print of Eileen Donan Castle
in the remote north-west of Scotland
fits the bill. 1t reminded me of one
morning 20 years ago when | stood on
the other side of the loch with Edgar
Gatt hoping the light would lift enough
to get a similar photo of the same
castle on both B&W and slide film.

The technique Annette James
used to produce her print is also
similar to what | have used for a
similar subject — monochrome,
converted to a line image (or similar)
and vignetted — fading to white. The
surrounding bare hills, the sky filled
with pale clouds — what else can one
do — a different castle, in a forest with
storm clouds and one can go the other
way — vignette it, fading to near black.

Melbourne Camera Club’s Audio Visual Group AV DAY — Sunday 28th February 2016

Members and visitors are invited to
participate in the third AV Day,
Sunday 28th February 2016. AV Day
continues the commitment to encourage the
art of audio visual design and production
for camera club photographers. The venue
will again be the Melbourne Camera
Club’s first floor gallery commencing at
10am with coffee and tea, for a 10.30 start
going through to 4.30pm. A $5 attendance
fee, payable at the door, is being charged to
defray facility and refreshment costs.
Lunch is BYO or available at the nearby
South Melbourne market.

‘Narration’ is this AV Day’s morning
workshop theme following requests at the
second AV day in October 2015. Two one-
hour sessions in the morning will
concentrate first on hardware and software,
and secondly on the development of your
script and the narration recording process.
The presentations will deal with these
topics, show equipment, introduce home
environments you can trial and discuss
other approaches to narration.

The afternoon session is for watching
AVs from participants.

Here is the opportunity to gain
audience feedback on ways to tackle
technical issues and other ways to undertake
aspects of your AV production. A selection
of national and international AVs may also
be shown if time allows with an emphasis on
the day's theme of good narration.

Two previous AV Days held in 2015
formed the AV Day’s structure with a
morning workshop theme followed by an
afternoon of showing examples of national
and international standard audiovisuals. The
format and theme of future AV Days is
determined by those who attend the one

previous. Generally two are held per
year with this February’s AV Day being
timed to allow participants to put into
practice narration for AV entries to the 2016
VAPS Interclub AV competition.

The AV community of enthusiasts is
not large with many clubs not having a
specialist group or even an experienced AV
member. The AV Day format and content is
a way to counter the tyranny of distance for
those who may be the only photographer in
a club wanting to make AVs but with no
internal support.

Other outcomes that AV Days
support are the encouragement of having a
go, mentorship over the internet of those
starting out and arranging visiting AV
presenters at camera club meetings. These
are all part of the outcomes that we expect
to come from AV Days.

The AV Day administrative
committee of Phil Ryan (Doncaster), Sue
Rocco (Caulfield and Melbourne), Barbara
Butler (Melbourne) and John Spring
(Melbourne and Macedon Ranges) is an
amalgam of experienced AV workers from
several camera clubs willing to listen to
your AV experiences and to help with
your problems. Hopefully AV Days will
continue to attract those camera club
photographers who want to learn about

environment that encourages
comprehensive discussions of issues,
seeing national and International standard
